Introduction

This policy is the result of process of collaboration between staff, support teachers, Board of Management, pupils and parents. The Policy was originally drafted in 2014 and revised in July 2015.

Rational:

The school has a library in place because of the need to:


Structure a timetable to allow equal and uninterrupted library access to all classes


Ensure efficient use of the school library resources

Relationship to School Ethos:

St John of God School strives to instil ‘Real Education for Real Life’ in all pupils through the provision of a stimulating and learner friendly school environment.

Aims / Objectives

· To foster a love of books

· To provide adequately resourced library 

· To provide a stimulating environment conducive to enjoyable reading and writing

· To liaise as partners with parents in promoting literacy in the school and home
Roles and Responsibilities:

The provision and organisation of library resources in the school are listed as the duties of a ‘Post of Responsibility’ within the in-school management structures of the school. All staff play a role. Teachers have a class library in each room and the principal co-ordinates and monitors the entire process.
Policy Content:

· The school has a dedicated library room. A large section of books suitable for all classes are available to the children

· Each class is timetabled to use the library room. Adequate seating is available and mats are available on the floor for informal relaxed arrangement.

· Each classroom has its own ‘mini library’. Children can access this library on an informal basis when they have completed their class work or at the teachers discretion

· The school is a member of Inchicore Library and Navan Road Library and borrows books to be distributed to the children

· In addition the school has adopted the oxford tree library reading scheme, the GINN 360 and other similar schemes as ancillary reading material, stored in relevant Post holder Classroom

A software library provides a link with information Technology within the school.

Children (senior) assist in cataloguing books when necessary
